Important Information About Paper 
Tickets and Score Reports
• Students who register by mail and who provide an 
	 e-mail address will still receive a paper Admission 		
	 Ticket in the mail, as long as they indicate that 
	 preference on the form.

• Students who register online no longer automatically 
	 receive a paper score report. Students who register 		
	 by mail will still get paper reports, and students who  
	 register online can change their preferences, too.

• Your school will continue to receive paper reports 
	 unless you choose a different delivery option. 
	 Note that, to protect students’ privacy, we no longer 		
	 print social security numbers on mailed reports.
